Size: about 3 x 2Ĭ"

Gauge: Gauge is not critical to project.

Needles: Size 0 (2 mm), 1 pair.

Yarn: Thin smooth yarn to go through 
beads without forcing or snagging. 
Examples: silk buttonhole thread, perle 
cotton, þngering and sock yarns.

Beads: Size 11Á, 10Á, 8Á or 6Á seed beads, 
3035 beads.

String Beads
String about half the beads. When you 
need to add beads, break yarn at the end 
of a row to string the rest.

Cast On
Using backwards loop cast on, CO3, 
*Slide 3B, CO2* 5 times, CO1. You should 
have 5 groups of 3 beads per group with 2 
stitches between beads and 3 stitches at each edge.

Keep Going
Knit every stitch of every row, slipping beads as follows:
Rows 2ð3: 3 beads per repeat (three rows including cast on row)
Rows 4ð7: 4 beads per repeat (four rows of four)
Rows 8ð12: 5 beads per repeat (þve rows of þve)
Rows 13ð18: 6 beads per repeat (six rows of six)
Rows 19ð25: 7 beads per repeat (seven rows of seven)
Rows 26ð33: 8 beads per repeat (eight rows of eight)
Rows 34ð42: 9 beads per repeat (nine rows of nine)
Repeat from ò8 rows of 8ó in reverse order until you have the last 2 rows of 3 
beads per section.

Bind off
Bind off 3. Using crochet hook or small needle and thread to place loose beads, 
*place 3 beads onto whole stitch, bind off 2*, end BO 3.

Finishing
Sew side seams.

Neck Strap
Knit I-Cord to go around neck -- approximately 2 feet. Join ends to top of bag.

Notes
Larger beads will make a larger bag. Beaded knitting is generally worked more 
tightly than is usual for the yarn. Stitches should be just tall enough that the 
bead is not crowded vertically, but not so tall that the beads slip into the stitch. 
Beads should remain on the bars between the stitches. The pattern is garter-
based, with beads slipped on every row.

Sample was knit on 2mm needles with a slightly nubby wool/rayon þngering 
yarn and size 11Á Czech seed beads, which caught on the yarn. It was a lot of 
work to push these beads down along this yarn. Larger beads, or beads with 
larger holes such as Delicas, may have been easier. Test your yarn with your 
beads: make sure beads slide easily.

Other names for the simple one-thread cast on:
Thumb CO, single tail, e-wrap. 

Bag is worked from top edge to top edge, with a beaded cast on and a beaded 
bind off. The section having nine beads per scallop is the bottom of the bag.

I call this pattern òn squaredó because beads are in groups of n beads for n 
rows. In other words, 3 beads for 3 rows, 4 beads for 4 rows, and so on.

Knitting the bag : In Other Words
(Row 1 is beaded cast on row)
Rows 2ð3: K3, *slide 3 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 4ð7: K3, *slide 4 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 8ð12: K3, *slide 5 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 13ð18: K3, *slide 6 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 19ð25: K3, *slide 7 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 26ð33: K3, *slide 8 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 34ð42: K3, *slide 9 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 43ð50: K3, *slide 8 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 51ð57: K3, *slide 7 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 58ð63: K3, *slide 6 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 64ð68: K3, *slide 5 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 69ð72: K3, *slide 4 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
Rows 73ð75: K3, *slide 3 beads, k2* 5 times, k1.
